 While you are allowed to have swing sets and 
trampolines, you MUST provide proof of liability 
insurance of $100,000 minimum. We want to re-
mind you that if you have a swing set or trampo-
line and MHS does NOT have proof of insurance, 
you will be instructed to remove the item until 
insurance and proof of such is submitted. These 
must be in good repair if you have one. Trampolines MUST have the 
safety netting and anchored to the ground.  

 Your indoor furniture is NOT to used outdoors. If you enjoy sitting 
outside, your furniture MUST be made to be outdoors and main-
tained in good condition.  

 MOW, MOW, MOW!!! You are responsible to maintain your yard. 
It must not be cut to low to the ground but no taller 
than 5”. You are to store your lawn mower in the gar-
age or behind the home.  

 The outside of your home is to be well maintained. 
Make sure you are picking up all trash, debris, chil-
dren’s bikes, etc.

Ingredients:  

• Cornstarch: 1/3 cup ( or more, depending on the desired consistency.) 

• Water: Equal to the amount of cornstarch.  

• Food Coloring: Drops of desired colors.
